Guidance on education supervision by SAS doctors

KSS Deanery meets most of the cost of consultant Educational Supervisors who are required by the GMC to be trained for the role (and these colleagues can submit claims to NHS Trusts for the remaining £200 for the attendance-deposit).  

We are keen to promote the involvement of SAS doctors on QESP 1 (the certificate in teaching), as these colleagues often make a valuable (if perhaps unrecognised) contribution to the clinical supervision and development of trainee doctors in our NHS Trusts.

We are now piloting the involvement of SAS doctors in some NHS Trusts. Since KSS Deanery has allocated SAS faculties with development funding, we would welcome registrations on QESP from those faculties that feel it will be of value to have qualifications in clinical and educational supervision (and wish to use their funds to this purpose – though this is certainly not compulsory). I would be happy to hear from such candidates.
