Summary of Application Guidance:

Applications are invited from all Primary Care Educators (Trainers, Tutors, PDs, Associate Postgraduate Deans) for the Annual National UNU Awards. Educators who are not medically qualified are also encouraged to apply. 
Topics should primarily be any reflections or innovations related to Primary Care Education either pre or post certification.

The submissions should be no more than 3000 words, but other media such as DVD will be accepted with accompanying written summary.

Applications from Kent, Surrey & Sussex based educators should be sent to Sue Smith (ssmith@gpkss.ac.uk) at the KSS Deanery by Friday 18 May 2012.  The KSS Deanery will then co-ordinate all applications received for submission to a panel set up to decide the best application to go forward to the National Awards Panel by no later than Saturday 30 June 2012.
The decision will be made on Friday 31 August 2012 and winners will be notified on that date.
1. Terms of Reference for the Education Awards Sub-committee

To receive and consider the applications from Primary Care Educator applicants in KSS Deanery in accordance with the Tri-badged Award Protocol available from the website: www.ukcea.net 
To shortlist the submissions and rank them for a maximum of three entries for the preferred submission to be forwarded as the KSS entry for the National Awards. The sub-committee will make their recommendation to the GP Specialty School Board on Thursday 14 June 2012.  

A maximum of three selected KSS entries will be automatically eligible for a KSS Deanery Education Awards 2013 presented at the 2013 Annual GP Conference.
2. Membership of Sub-Committee

The membership of the Sub-Committee will be drawn from the Boards of the GP Specialty School and the Post Certification GP School and will normally include representatives from RCGP, LMC, GPStR Committee, and the lay member (who will normally Chair this committee).

Panel membership will be ratified by the GP Specialty School Board on Thursday 12 April 2012.
3. Criteria & Eligibility for awards

4. Process

KSS Deanery will advertise a summary notification in the GP Specialty Bulletins and GP e-Newsletter during the submission period.
This information will be also available on the KSS Deanery, GP department website.

1. Primary Care Educators in KSS Deanery should send their entry to Sue Smith (ssmith@gpkss.ac.uk) at the Deanery office (KSS Deanery, 7 Bermondsey Street, London SE1 2DD) by no later than Friday 18 May 2012.
2. The Sub-Committee will be sent the entries electronically and will have on-line or telephone discussions to reach a panel consensus between Monday 21 May and Friday 8 June 2012.
3. A recommendation will be made to and ratified by Chair’s Action and ratified at the GP Specialty School Board on Thursday 14 June 2012.

4. The KSS Deanery will submit the successful chosen entry, (countersigned by the GP Dean, in accordance with the Guidance) to the Tri-badged Award Administrator (Mona Lindsay) by Saturday 30 June 2012.   The National award result will be released on Friday 31 August 2012.
5. The KSS Deanery will notify each applicant of the Sub-Committee’s decision by Thursday 21 June 2012.
6. The three entries selected by the Sub-Committee will be presented with an Education Award at the 2013 Annual GP Conference (details to be confirmed nearer the time).
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
